Habema Task Forces With Eromaga
Residents Unfurled A Giant indonesian Flag
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PUNCAK- Task Forces of the Raider Infantry Battalion 323/Buaya Putih Kostrad,
one of the military units under the command of the Indonesian Armed Forces
Operational Command HABEMA in Papua, is currently conducting mobile
security at the border of Indonesia and Papua New Guinea, especially in the
Puncak Regency area, Papua Tengah Province. On Tuesday, 20 August 2024.



The 323 Task Forces, under the leadership of Lieutenant Colonel Tri Wiratno,
conducted security in Eromaga Village, Omukia District. During the activity, LTC

12 Meter Flag, prepared before the assignment, was unfurled on Bukit Cakra by
the 323 Task Forces for the first time, showcasing their bravery and commitment.
